NEEDS AND RESOURCES

Required Background
To successfully complete this course, you must:
· Apply Algebraic Concepts and Processes presented in Algebra I
· Apply, without reference sheets, applicable Algebraic Formulas, Postulates, Theorems, Symbols, Concepts and Abbreviations in the daily class routine

Required Materials
To successfully complete this course, students must provide the following:
· A calculator capable of performing graphing functions, trigonometric functions and geometric functions (Calculators are available for in-class use) Note: (Cell phones will not be allowed to be used as calculators).
· Each student must provide a white, 1 ½ in, three ring binder, with front and side outside clear pockets. Students will need to have both college ruled, three-hole paper and graph paper in the binder.  This binder will remain in the classroom, unless the instructor allows the student to take it home for homework or test study purposes.
· A laptop computer and charger for use in researching Geometric Concepts (Provided by Columbia High School). Students must bring this to class daily.
· Each student must have a #2 lead pencil (wooden or mechanical types are acceptable) available each class day for classroom use. Colored pencils are not permitted.  Pens are only permitted when taking notes on instruction given, pen colors of blue or black are the only acceptable types.
· Textbooks, if required, are available for use in the classroom as well as in digital format on the student’s computer.

Grading Policies:
Grades will consist of an exam at the end of each sub-section of a chapter as well as a chapter exam for each chapter.  All exams will be worth 100 points and will comprise 60% of the overall grade.  Quizzes, worth 25 to 50 points, Homework worth 25 to 50 points and a classroom performance evaluation grade (given each week) will comprise 40% of the overall grade.  Extra credit work will not be assigned.  A student with and unexcused absence will not be permitted to make up any of the items making up the 40% category but will be allowed to make up any exams comprising the 60% category (Per CHS and HCS policy). Testing procedures for those students with IEP’s will be administered per the IEP.

Grading Scale:
Grading Scale is determined by Huntsville City Schools and is automatically assigned a letter grade in Inow gradebooks. Parents and students may access Inow through the Huntsville City Schools website to review student progress.
