it is very easy to fall behind in class if you miss. it is the student's responsibility to inquire about work missed. Students have three days to schedule makeup work upon returning. Zeros are recorded in the grade book until the assignment is completed in the appropriate time. NO assignments will be made up after the make-up date has passed. Failure to turn in make-up work on time will result in a zero. All tests/quizzes missed must be taken before or after school. ALL make up tests, quizzes, exams...will be fill-in-the-blank, short answer, and essay.
